The "Archery experience" evenings start from 6.00pm onwards until dusk.

Individuals may turn up at anytime, they will all be given basic safety and shooting instructions on
arrival. Each person will then be kitted up with suitable equipment to suit their height, weight,
strenth, left or right handed.

They can then start practising at a suitable distance under supervision.

When all the party has arrived and had sufficient practice, you can start a friendly competition
shooting at standard archery targets for scores.

Later, if you wish, you can shoot at animal or novelty targets at various distances. The top scorer
will receive a certificate at the end.

To book an evening we require a deposit of £10.
An extra £50 must be paid two weeks prior to the date. (£60 total).
(£6 each, or £60 minimum. ie. 10 to 18 max.) We only have three "left handed bows".

Wear warm clothing if it is cold but not with baggy sleeves, plus suitable footwear for grass
especially if it has rained earlier.

Below are the general instructions of how to find us.

I suggest you make your way to BP crossroads Sunbury, that is the junction of Grovely Road,
Cadbury Road and Chertsey Road. If you head north towards Feltham from this crossroads,
approx 5o mtrs. On the left turn into BP carpark and park in the far right corner. (Do not go to the
Meadhurst Club opposite.) Go through the little gate, it will be open or unlocked, then follow the
mowed grass track, with the lake on your right. When you reach the top of the mound you will see
us in the far right corner of the field. If the weather is really bad or wet, you would receive a

complete refund. Alternatively, you may book another evening at a later date.
